COmanage is a collaboration management platform (CMP) that provides a lightweight but highly valuable set of common identity and access control information to applications that are “domesticated.”  A domesticated application is one that can accept authentication and basic authorization information from external sources.  
COmanage is being developed by the Internet2 Middleware Initiative under a National Science Foundation (NSF) grant and will be open-source. It is in its early stage of development, with a pilot deployment at Internet2. There is broad interest in COmanage from universities, Virtual Organizations (VOs), and international partners.  Internet2 is looking for a project coordinator/integrator/developer for COmanage.

The ideal candidate brings strong project management and coordination skills to the table along with technical abilities to support and enhance a variety of applications. This is an opportunity to be on the leading edge of collaboration development and gain exposure to a variety of tools and research groups working around the world. The candidate must be ready to help drive that environment by taking the needs and ideas of key interested parties and turning them into reality.

This full-time position will report to the Sr. Director, Middleware and Security, and require some travel, primarily to Internet2 annual meetings and CAMPs (Campus Architecture and Middleware Planning meetings). This position can be performed as a telecommuting position with the ideal location at or near an academic institution.

Responsibilities:

· Coordinating the development of COmanage and contributing to the implementation, including:

· stress-testing 

· adding robustness features 

· integrating Grouper UI, uApprove, and other features 

· maintaining the WAYF and a default dashboard

· Community Integration by:

· Working with the COmanage-development group in setting directions

· Working with pilot VOs on assessing functional needs 

· Working with documentation staff on developing deployment guidelines for the COmanage service

· Working with international CMP partners on sharing code, solving common issues, sharing domesticated applications 

· Developing approaches to end-user support

· Providing operational support for the service

· Acting as the point person/liaison for technical questions and issues

· On-call after-hours support is desirable; however open to a flexible approach
· Managing and maintaining multiple projects with overlapping deadlines and shifting priorities

Qualifications: 

· Significant experience in:
· *nix system administration 

· Programming in relevant languages such as Java, PHP, and Perl  

· Deploying web applications

· Working with key Middleware tools such as Grouper and Shibboleth (very desirable) 

· Understanding the needs particular to research institutions and grant-funded organizations (strongly preferred) 

· Active, demonstrated involvement in an open source project 

· Enough of a generalist to understand the best ways to integrate applications within COmanage and its web services
· Demonstrated ability to work both independently and collaboratively a part of a geographically distributed team
