VAMP

(VO CAMP)

The intent of this document is to gain support, both financial and community energy, to run a modest workshop aimed at improving the identity, access management and related capabilities of major VO’s.

CAMP’s are a decade-long series of workshops convening Campus Architects for Middleware Planning. We propose to hold a similar workshop, using the highly successful CAMP approaches that have been honed over the years, but aimed more at VO IT architects, identity management and access control leaders.  We will convene the architects of high-profile VO’s across a variety of science and research agencies, bring in some of the campus middleware leaders from CAMPs and major open source projects, and invite federal agency planners, all to discuss current and future approaches to shared identity and access control issues in research science and collaboration.

While there are some key domain requirements, such as the aggregation of multiple remote sensor feeds from globally distributed resources using pubic Internets, that are shared across many VO’s, this workshop will focus on a set of specific needs shared by all VO’s, largely in the identity, access control, and related data issues. These topics are challenging many VO’s today and exist within the domain tools and applications, the groups’ collaboration suite, and in the outreach and education mission.  

Outcomes of the workshop include:


A number of important VO’s find direction and community in leveraging the emerging cyberinfrastructure to improve their approaches to identity and access management.


Leaders of key open source efforts understanding better the requirements of these tools within the science and research community and include these features.


Agency planners get greater awareness of how to structure research solicitations to build consistency and greater reliance on cyberinfrastructure within research.

Topics to be addressed include:

Federated identity


Authorization and access control strategies


User profiles and VIVO


International considerations


Bootstraps and conversions

Ontology development and maintenance 


SSH and command line issues


Developing policy mechanisms within VO’s


Integration with grant administration
