What is COmanage? 
Imagine researchers and administrators working together on a groundbreaking research effort while being based at numerous different universities and research institutes. To facilitate their teamwork, these collaborators need to share documents, set up institution-independent mailing lists, coordinate calendars, and use a protected wiki to capture their efforts, as well as utilize other collaboration tools to support their work. Their collaboration needs to be protected, but their the focus needs to be on the collaboration, not the technology. 
Here is where COmanage comes in. COmanage allows collaborative groups  collaborations to streamline and manage the their identity-oriented requirements of common collaboration toolsin a more efficient way, integrating the identity requirements with provisioning (and de-provisioning) of the collaboration tools used by the organization. With COmanage, the identity management components -- —the group membership that ties together mailing lists, the authentication, the attributes that handle authorization, and so on -- —are all handled behind the scenes. This means so that collaborators can focus on what they do best: -- advancing scholarship and research in their field of expertise.
