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   Questions to Consider in 



   Interactive Videoconference Program Design
·  Will this program be offered as a multipoint or point to point connection?

The program design should differ if designed for a multipoint audience.  Capitalize on the multiple sites by designing activities to engage the site participants with one another

·   What is the appropriate program length for the audience to which this program will be delivered?
The attention span of kindergarteners is shorter than older audiences.  For younger audiences, make sure time intervals between interactivity is short.
·   Can some of the ideas on the organizational chart be utilized as pre and post program activities?
A videoconference is not long enough to include all of the great ideas thought of during the design stage.  Expand upon these ideas and include them in the pre and post activities.
·   What vocabulary words and definitions pertain to the context of this program?
Schools across the country are focusing on reading and writing across the curriculum and vocabulary retention.  No matter what the discipline area, it is important to include vocabulary words and the definitions for the context in which the words will be used during the program.

·   How might this program need to be modified for poor IP connections?  Latency and tiling occur at slow connection speeds.  If the integrated multimedia or interactive activities include extensive movement, they might actually become a distraction.  Have a back up plan ready.
